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To study micro and macroeconomic concepts and theories, essential for understanding the
economic atmosphere within which business organizations operate.
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Knowledge and Morality for Graduate Studies
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A study of theories, principles, learning processes and approaches in creating knowledge and
potentialities of living life with dignity, inculcating values of being truthful to oneself and public-mindedness

towards society and the country, including abiding by academic and professional integrity, adhering to



propriety and respecting others rights. An emphasis is also placed on the recognition of propriety intellectual
property and the development of the student positive outlooks on the world, human relations skills and
abilities to work with others, based on good governance, self-reliance, sufficiency economy principles and

lifelong learning.
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Management and Organizational Behavior
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The subject emphasizes various concepts that relates to management and organizational
behavior. Those concepts include the management foundation and roles of management in organization,
managing environment and decision making, strategic management and planning. The subject also studies
about the corporation of the business, international business, ethics and social responsibilities, organizational
environment, human resources management, leadership and motivation, and the creation of communicative
team to achieve organizational efficiency and effectiveness. Finally, the processes of controlling and
following up, including technology and innovation management, and change management will be

investigated.

BUS 6012 MSAAMINITIY 3 (3-0-6)
Financial Management
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A study of the corporate financial decision-making process. Subject areas included are
reviews of financial statements and ratio analysis, the concepts of risk and return, the time value of money,
analysis and valuation of bonds and common stocks, measuring the cost of capital, capital budgeting
decisions, capital structure, dividend policy, risk management, and mergers and acquisitions. The course also

emphasizes the applications of information technology in all phases of the analysis and decision making.
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Marketing Management
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Study of the modern marketing concept, environmental analysis and marketing opportunities
in digital era. Understanding the customer insight through which creating brand equity and customer equity

and identify the segmentation, target marketing and product positioning. Developing marketing mix strategies

and the process of the marketing plan which creativity and marketing technology.
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Operations Management
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A study and analysis of operations in manufacturing and services industries, emphasizing the
applications of operations concepts and quantitative techniques for decision making. The topics include
operations strategies, product design, process and technology design, plant layout, location analysis, work
system design, project management, logistics and supply chain management, inventory management, quality

management, and maintenance management.
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Business Research Methodology
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The course focuses on the conduct of research and the use of research findings for business
decisions. Emphasis is placed on the logic and methods of problem identification, research designs, data

collection methods, data analysis and interpretation. Students are required to design a research project,

prepare a written proposal, collect and analyze data and write a research report.
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Accounting for Management
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A study of principle and initiation of accounting information presented in corporate financial
statement, analysis of corporate’s financial position and performance, principle and techniques for

implementation of cost and quantitative information in planning, control and analysis for management’s

decision making.

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Fintech and Digital Assets
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This course studies the emergence of digital assets, financial technology, and blockchain
technology. Get an overview of the latest fintech trends and understand the opportunities arising from
tokens - converting tangible and intangible assets into digital assets. Learn from the financial success of
digital platforms starting with Bitcoin and Ethereum and understanding of blockchain as an innovation in
registration and dissemination of information.
